Landscaping around the depot has been 
an issue for several Alliance members as were the 
regulations for the use of the facility. Iôm please to 
report that both of these concerns have been settled to 
our satisfaction. 

Howe Landscape, in consultation with the Alliance 
and City Parks and Rec will be installing new 
plantings in and around the Depot and maintaining 
the site for ý ve years. 

Parks and Rec received permission to use 12K 
of the StateTax Credits for rehabilitation (thanks to 
Katrina Klingaman of the Kansas State Historical 
Society for bringing these to our attention last fall) 
for additional plant materials for the site. Result: a 
beautiful entrance and setting for the Depot to match 
the stunning rehabilitation.

The city commission also gave the nod for the 
regulated and responsible use of alcohol at the Depot.
